In football Jim received all-conference honors in the Thunderbird-Conference and quarterbacked the 1966 squad
'to a 9-0 record. Jim also received honorable mention for Class D All State in football during the 1966 season.
Jim suffered a knee injury during the early part of his senior year (1967) and was not at full strength for the re-
mainder of the season.
